Primary A and B, do not wait for results. We recommend registering for the next level. This initial registration
is pending ABT Exam assessment and review by Dance Director and HSA Dance faculty: Primary C and Level 1,
2, 3, must be assessed by the Dance Director.

Primary A Moves to Primary B

Primary B Moves to Primary C
If child does not pass exam, please contact Aubrey Lynch

Primary C UPDATED: Moves to Level 1A (Level 1 first year)
Must also be assessed by Aubrey Lynch before promotion to Level 1A

Level 1A (Level 1 first year) Moves to Level 1B (Level 1 second year)
No additional assessment necessary

Level 1B (Level 1 second year) Moves to Level 2A (Level 2 first year)
Must also be assessed by Aubrey Lynch before promotion to Level 2A

Level 2A (Level 2 first year) Moves to Level 2B (Level 2 second year)
No additional assessment necessary

Level 2B (Level 2 second year) Moves to Level 3A (Level 3 first year)
Must also be assessed by Aubrey Lynch before promotion to Level 2A

Level 3A (Level 3-4 first year) Moves to Level 3B (Level 3 second year)
No additional assessment necessary

Level 3B (Level 3 second year) Must be assessed by Aubrey Lynch before moving to Level 5-7
